Install Fan Body
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1. Remove the supplied bolt , wash, nut, pulley E Washer

and cotter pin from the top portion of downrod. Pulley Spring

Install Safety Cable
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1. Remove the safety cable screw from the downrod(Stp.1)

2. Arrange and tie the safety cable(Stp.2) Safety Cable must fix correctly. —‘
Can cause injury if ceiling fan drops.
3. Firmly screw the safety cable onto the downrod(Stp.3).

STEPS FOR LEARNING CODE: (REMOTE CONTROL PAIRING)

Leaning code matching mode is used between emitter and receiver. Turn “ON” the supply power
within 30 seconds and press the “TURBO” button for 5 seconds. After hearing a long sound “bee”,
which means pairing is successfully and it can works normally.

(NOTE: Learning mode is not accepted after turn“ON” the supply power for 30 seconds.)

How To Use The Balancing Kit
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If the fan encounter wobbling during operation.
Do the following steps to solve the problem.

1. Tighten all screws.

2. Unscrew the blades and fix them back at
different combination of position on the
motor.

3. Measure the level between the
ceiling and all blades.

4. Use the blade balancing kit
provided if the fan still wobbles.

Maintenance
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Due to fan natural movement, connections may get loose after a period of usage. To
ensure a proper and safety usage is highly recommended to inspect and tighten all
connections in every 6 months.

CLEANING
Clean your fan periodically to maintain its new appearance. Basic cleaning procedures

are as follows:

1. Use only lukewarm water, Do Not use detergent, corrosive or acidic solution.

2. Damp the cloth lightly . Use only soft or lint-free cloth to clean the fan. Rough fabric
will scratch the surface.

3. Apply a thin coat of furniture polish to the wooden blades will protect and enhance the
appearance.

4. To cover small scratches, apply a light coat of shoe polish over it

5. There is no need to oil the fan.
